Six-month-old Ahmad Dhani Aryan
Muhammad Sukri has pulmonary atresia
with intact vemtricular septum where the
blood vessel to the lungs is discon
nected from the right heart chamber.

His father Muhammad Sukri Abdul Aziz, a
technician and mother Siti Zuati Jafri, an ad-
ministrative assistant, have already spent
RM25,000 1o install a Blalock-Taussig (BT}
shunt to connect the blood vessel to the upper
limb with the blood vessel to the right lung
when Ahmad Dhani was a week old ]ast
December.
